Yard waste collection runs through the first week of December, with the final pickup
on Monday, December 8 . To participate, place bundled brush, yard waste bags, or
a reusable container labeled “Yard Waste” on the parkway alongside your regular
trash.

After cooking holiday meals, don’t let used oil go to waste or down the drain. The
Village offers a year-round drop-off location at the Public Works Facility at 411 N.
Prospect Ave. Bring used oil in a sealed container and place it in the collection bins
by the entrance. The bins are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week, making it
easy to dispose of oil safely and responsibly. Keep your kitchen and the season
bright by recycling your cooking oil and protecting the environment.

This season the Village is making it easy to take care of yard cleanup and holiday
leftovers with two FREE services.

As winter settles in, cold temperatures can put your water pipes and meters at risk,
especially in unheated areas like crawlspaces, closets, or along exterior walls. Pipes in
these spaces can freeze quickly if exposed to drafts or left uninsulated, which can
cause them to burst and lead to costly water damage. To help prevent this, open
cabinet or closet doors so warm air can circulate, insulate any exposed pipes, and avoid
lowering your thermostat below 55°F when away. 

Even with precautions, pipes can still freeze. If you turn on a faucet and only a small
stream comes out, a pipe may be frozen. Check other faucets to see if water is flowing
normally, which can help you figure out whether the problem is isolated or affecting the
whole system. If no faucets are working, the frozen section could be a service line. For
help, call Public Works at (630) 773-2455 during business hours (7:00 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.),
or the police non-emergency line at (630) 773-1004 after 3:30 p.m.
